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Perhaps the William Carlos Williams option is a little related, after all. I'm in the very preliminary stages of working out an analysis of his poetics of "imagination" and "actuality" and the "dramatism" of Kenneth Burke's philosophy of symbolic action as related to an affective, poetic politics of act/actuality/action emerging in the 1920s through the 1940s and informing the more anarchistic tendencies of New Left activism in the 1960s. I'm trying to work out something with WCW's 1941/1942 play Many Loves, and trying to puzzle out why Julian Beck and Judith Malina wanted to open their Living Theatre in 1948 with this play, as they were discovering anarchism and transforming the revolutionary and epic theatre of Brecht and Piscator for postwar American leftism. (They wouldn't produce it until 1959, and then it entered their repertory in Europe in 1961.)
