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This paper argues that a certain fascination with “Nazism” in mainstream Western English-language culture plays a role in managing anxieties about the displacing power of media and helps prop up enduring fantasies of will and identity.  A close reading of Quentin Tarantino’s Inglourious Basterds allows us to link the problem of media(tion) to the globalization of English, on the one hand, and the essential permeability of languages, on the other.
